TERMS & CONDITIONS

TOUR COSTS:

$5,000 per person based on double occupancy. The single supplement is $945*. A tax-deductible
donation of $500 to Manhattan Theatre Club is included. Tour cost does not include airfare
or transportation to and from airports. Tour cost is based on costs as of 8/1/10 and is subject
to revision at the discretion of the Sponsor (Manhattan Theatre Club) due to changes in land
schedules, fares, tax costs, currency exchange rates, fuel surcharges or other cost changes beyond
the control of the Sponsor. First deposit of $500 due as soon as possible but no later than 9/15/10;
second deposit of $2,500 due no later than 10/5/10; balance due no later than 11/5/10.

CANCELLATION POLICY:

If a participant must cancel after partial or full payment has been received, the following refund
schedule applies: initial deposit of $500 is non-refundable, but if a cancellation is made prior
to 10/14/10, the deposit will be turned into a fully tax-deductible contribution to Manhattan
Theatre Club; between 10/14/10 and 11/14/10, 25% of the total tour cost is non-refundable;
after 11/14/10, 100% of the total tour cost is non-refundable. Cancellation must be made by
written notice to Sponsor, and the applicable refund will be calculated on the day of receipt of
such notice by Sponsor. Except as stated above, no refunds will be made for unused services in the
event a participant cancels all or part of his or her participation in the tour. The tour cost as set
forth herein is based on a minimum of 20 participants in the tour. In the event that the Sponsor
and/or London Arts Discovery determine that an insufficient number of persons have elected to
participate in the tour, Sponsor reserves the right to cancel the tour and refund all deposits in full.

INSURANCE:

Travelers are strongly advised to purchase travel insurance covering medical expenses and
cancellation of the tour. Such insurance coverage is essential. Manhattan Theatre Club as Sponsor
and London Arts Discovery as agent of Sponsor will not be responsible under any circumstances
for medical expenses incurred by participants on the tour, or for any expenses or losses incurred by
participants in connection with cancellation by participant or by Sponsor of the tour.

LIABILITIES:

London Arts Discovery (as agent of Sponsor) undertakes to exercise all due diligence to
ensure that the arrangements booked are provided in accordance with the agreed itinerary.
Arrangements for the tour involve independent parties not employed by nor under the control
of either London Arts Discovery or Sponsor, and neither London Arts Discovery nor Sponsor
accepts any responsibility for or shall be liable for any loss, damage or injury caused by events
such as (but not limited to) strikes, industrial action, government action, natural disasters,
fire, flood, technical or weather problems affecting transport, cancellation of performances,
performances/ cast changes or similar events beyond their control. If any event included in the
itinerary is not held for whatever reason, London Arts Discovery and Sponsor will endeavor to
arrange a comparable alternative as may be practical and reasonable. Neither London Arts
Discovery nor Sponsor shall bear any responsibility or liability in connection with any tour
participant’s failure to be present at the commencement of the tour.

NOTES:

Please note that there will be some touring on foot and therefore persons requiring walking aids
or mobility assistance, or those with medical conditions that may be exacerbated by physical
exertion (such as heart conditions) should take this into account before booking. The terms and
conditions as stated herein are subject to English Law.

*The price of participation in the tour includes the cost of sharing a twin or double room. The
single supplement is the additional cost incurred when one person stays in a room on his/her
own. Many hotels in Europe now charge the same price for the room whether occupied by one
or two people.
